We use this equation when we want to talk about how things are equal in their qualities:  what it is like or how it is.  

Yo corro tan rapida como ella.


I run as fast as her.  (fast – adverb)

Los estudiantes son tan altos como la profe

The students are as tall as the teacher (adj)

Ellos son tan perezosos como los niños

They are as lazy as the children.  (adj)

Cooper patina tan rapido como Felipe

Cooper skates as fast as Felipe.
